Marlene Martin reported on NEIGHBORHOOD ECONOMICS

which included information on the web site, the Welcome Committee, and concern over

the number of businesses in the Town Center which have either closed or are on the verge

of closing due to raises in their rent.  It was agreed to draft a letter to the landlord to express

our concerns.   Ron Mitchell reported on ZONING and INFRASTRUCTURE.  He has

been working with Loretta Rowan and the Metro District to set up communications.  Also

discussed RTD and Fast Tracks.  Tim Sheahan suggested we get Chris Martinez to speak

at our January meeting.  Linda Bierman reported on the COMMUNITY EVENTS Committee

activities including the very successful Gobble Wobble program.  They had 174 runners.

We will just observe the Tree Lighting this year and try to participate next year.  She plans

to have an Earth Day in January.

Tim Sheahan spoke about updating the Board list.  There are 10 slots for each Metro District

and 9 at large slots.  We still have some slots to fill.  Tim Sheahan will send out a list to 

everyone.  We spoke also about Elaine Smith's invitation to CAB to join Far Northeast

Neighbors, Inc.  Mr. Sheahan suggested that FNN invite all of the 20 plus organizations

in Far NE Denver to a meeting to see who would want to come together in that manner.
