Executive Board Members Present:  Tim Sheahan, Jerry Jacobs, John Brown, Jeff Jacobsen,  Thad Jacobs, Linda Bierman, Elaine Smith

 

The meeting was called to order by Tim Sheahan, President.  The minutes of the November 17th  meeting were amended to state that the Community Events Committee plans to start planning  in January for Earth Day and that 56th Avenue should be started in Spring, 2009.  With those amendments Jerry Jacobs moved to approve and John Brown seconded the motion.  It passed unanimously.

Jerry Jacobs gave the treasurer's report stating that the balance in our account is $1275.46.

Thad Jacobs reported on the Education Committee.  They had a good, well attended meeting on December 10th.  They discussed the new school campus plans, community outreach program, youth programs, etc.  They will try to get principals, PTA Board members, Kevin Patterson out to their next meeting.  Thad Jacobs give the Board members a written report of the December 10th meeting.

Jeff Jacobsen reported on Public Safety Committee.  Jeff Jacobsen attended the District Five police CAB meeting where they give good information on crime statistics, hot spots, etc.  He will have a meeting with Vanita (CRO) regarding neighborhood watches, which blocks are active and which ones need to be revisited.

Marlene Martin was absent but will send a report about her Neighborhood Economics Committee.

Ron Mitchell was also absent, but Tim Sheahan reported for him that Ron had heard from

Lorretta Rowan, MSI, regarding his suggestion that the Zoning Committee could be another setof eyes and ears for reporting violations.  She prefers to be notified via the web (www.msihoa.com).

Also, Ron Mitchell requested on Fast Tracks web site for information and updates and that someone  visit our January meeting to give an update.

Linda Bierman gave a thorough report on Community Events.  She gave a written report to all members stating accomplishments and goals for 2009.  It was suggested that GVR Days, sponsored by the HOA on the south side,  be explored for the possibility of making it an entire GVR event.

Tim Sheahan said that he would be registering with the City as a community organization this month.

He also stated that individual pages are still being produced on the web site.  We talked about

getting a speaker for the January meeting and it was concluded that Tim Sheahan would contact the Library Department for an update on the library.  Tim Sheahan asked that each committee send to him this week a brief list of 2008 accomplishments and 2009 goals.  The group also discussed the need to create a 2009 budget and we need to consider how we will raise funds.

Some ideas included web site advertising, soliciting donations, vendor booths at events, etc.

Tim Sheahan discussed his plan to bring the two Metro Districts, Oakwood, and CAB together for a meeting to discuss Special Events, Youth programs, and Communications.   Members of the Executive Board expressed interest in attending such a meeting.

Jerry Jacobs reported that Mike Sierra from Gateway obtained a permit for drainage which will allow them to widen their part of Tower Road probably in the Spring of 2009.  Currently, in these poor economic times, Oakwood is still selling house but at about 25% of the rate asusual.

John Brown made a motion to adjourn the meeting and Thad Jacobs seconded it.  The motion passed unanimously.
